All Junior Members are asked to abide by the following rules at all times:

· Co-operate fully, respecting all requests and decisions made by the

· Be on time for training sessions and events or inform your coach if 

you are going to  be late.
· Not to leave sessions without the permission of the coach or leader.
· Paddlers must control their tempers and avoid behaviour which may

· Paddlers must wear suitable kit for paddling as agreed with your Coach.
· No-one paddles without a buoyancy aid or helmet (unless exempted at the express permission of the coach)
· Take care of all property belonging to the club or any club member –and be responsible for caring for your own equipment and clothing.

· Club Equipment is only borrowed with the permission of the relevant Section Leader or his/her representative.

· Junior members may only take out a Club Boat with the permission of  a responsible Adult

· No-one may canoe/kayak alone.

· No-one without BCU 3* may paddle without an instructor present.

· Members must only paddle when fit to do so.

· Junior members are not allowed to smoke, consume alcohol or drugs of any kind whilst on club premises or representing the club at events
